•	 Our shows feature entirely LIVE vocals

•	 Singers: Please prepare two vocal selections showing versatile 	
styles –  your best 16-32 bars of each. However, time may allow us 	
to only hear a portion of your material, so start with the piece that 	
shows you off the best.

•	 We are looking for singers with strong stage presence that can stylize 
appropriately. Females: please demonstrate a warm belt. Males: please 
show us your vocal range. 

•	 Please remember that most of the shows at Cedar Point feature pop, 
country, and classic rock & roll. Choose your selections accordingly.

•	 You may bring your own accompanist or use ours, who will 	
not transpose. All sheet music must be in your correct key. 	
A standard CD player will also be provided.

•	 You MAY NOT sing acappel’la.

•	 Singers MAY be asked to stay for a brief dance call, so dress to sing 	
& bring movement– appropriate clothing. If we ask you to stay and 	
dance, you will be given time to change.

•	 Dancers: Be prepared to learn a high– energy dance combination.

•	 Please provide a head shot & one page, typed resume with 	
references detailing any performance experience and training.

Karaoke Hosts & Ride Line DJs
•	 Karaoke hosts are needed for Camp Snoopy & DJs are needed for 
some of our most popular rides. Please submit a resume with any DJ, 
Karaoke, acting, or stage experience and any experience you may 
have had working with children. You may be asked to improvise at the 
audition site.

Musicians & Singer/Musicians— Drummers, 
Electric/ Acoustic Guitar, Keyboards, 
Fiddle/ Mandolin/ Utility Players

•	 All instrumentalists must audition individually.

•	 Choose 2 selections of contrasting styles that demonstrate your 
versatility. (i.e. country, rock, pop.). Avoid highly progressive jazz & hard 
rock. Sight-reading may be requested.

•	 We are looking for instrumentalists for a contemporary country show. 
Please prepare one song in the style of the show, and one that will 
show your technique. 

•	 Drummers: We are looking for a drummer that blends well. Be prepared 
to play a variety of styles (i.e. pop, rock, rudiments). Percussionists 
should be proficient in drum kit. Please bring a bass drum, snare drum, 
hi-hat, one ride cymbal, and no more than 2 tom-toms. (Drum sets will 
be provided at the Sandusky audition site ONLY.) 

•	 Guitar players will need to provide amplifiers. 

•	 Utility players: please demonstrate proficiency on any instruments you 
play, including fiddle, harmonica, mandolin, etc.

•	 Vocals are a plus! If you can sing, please prepare a vocal selection; you 
may accompany yourself, if you would like.

•	 Cedar Point is looking for a professional stage manager with sound 
and lighting experience, audio technicians with live mixing and track 
experience, deck technicians with rigging experience & lighting 
technicians with a strong intelligent lighting or follow-spot background. 
Lighting technicians must also have strong leadership skills and the 
ability to manage a small crew. Some entry-level technical positions 
are also available. We will interview for all technical positions at 
each audition site. Please bring a detailed resume and references
